Adjective | Comparative Add -er to short adjectives: younger, faster ...
Use more/less with long adjectives: more beautiful,
young younger less expensive ...
fast faster .
Irregular adjectives
L] TRE SRR Some adjectives are irregular.
expensive less expensive Adjective | Comparative
good better
bad worse
than

You often use than after the comparative adjective: My car is faster than your car.

Key spelling rules
e Double the last consonant + -er for some one-syllable adjectives: hot > hotter, big > bigger ...

e Change y to i: happy > happier, angry > angrier ...

(GUAeeslet = Adjectives: young/old, fast/slow, cheap/expensive, big/small, good/bad, hot/cold, long/short,
tall/short, boring/interesting, dangerous, safe, beautiful, happy (short is the opposite of long and tall)
